Oil & Gas Africa 2017 begins tomorrow in Cape Town

UK-based Hi-Force a leading manufacturer and supplier of hydraulic tools and bolting equipment is in town as well alongside the US-based Brady Corporation offering ‘products that increase safety, security, productivity and performance and include high-performance labels, signs, safety devices, printing systems and software’.

“This is a networking event, a top-level conference and an opportunity to meet suppliers,” says Hook. “The conference programme covers key future issues and the exhibitors offer some of the finest solutions in the world.”
